Potential Implementation:
e Private businesses are incorporating TPIMS information in their information sources and products. MAFC

website under development to provide TPIMS data to researchers and States for additional analysis.

e MAFC continues to work with HNTB, Cambridge Systematics and states to pursue national adoption of TPIMS
efforts through NCHRP project. MAFC coordination with TTI and FMCSA has resulted in funding to instrument
60 public truck parking spots in Wisconsin to gather data on short term truck parking needs. Additionally, lowa
is now participating in the study.

e The EDL project recommendations are expected to be agreed upon by the MAASTO BOD at the 10/29/21
AASHTO meeting. This will result in the first regionally harmonized EDL regulations in the U.S.
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
