Objective 

Foster an exchange of pavement technology between the states involved and sponsor cooperative 
research of mutual interest. 

Project Progress: 

The 12th meeting of the pooled fund project now know as the State Pavement Technology Consortium (SPTC) 
Planning was held on June 2-3 at the Florida DOT Research Park in Gainesville.  The agenda for the meeting 
included a tour of the Florida Research Park facility including their accelerated pavement testing Heavy 
Vehicle Simulator.  Presentation on research in the pavements area were made by FDOT staff and updates 
were made by the four states on there research activities.  A number of small groups were formed to study 
specific issues such as tack coats, ground penetrating radar, corrosion of reinforcing steel, composite 
pavements, and ASSHTO Pavement Design Guide calibration.
