	Project Description: The “Collaborative Development of New Strategic Planning Models” pooled fund will make strategic tools affordably available to members. The pooled fund will support efficient investment in new and upgraded tools, ensuring that public funds are not spent on projects with overlapping goals and products and ensuring that innovations can be efficiently built on the basis of existing working tools. 
The pooled fund will allow participating agencies to have access to:
• Working models that can assess new challenges such as shared mobility or automated vehicles; 
• Tools to set up and run these models very rapidly for a large number of policy and scenario combinations; 
• Web-based interactive visualization tools to display results; 
• Cost-effective technical support for the implementation, customization and application of these tools to each agency’s needs; and 
• Credible, maintained, documented tools adhering to clear standards and development guidelines, with thorough quality control. 
• A community of active users and developers, which will reduce the likelihood that models will become obsolete, fall under the control of a single developer, or be abandoned by their developer while there is still interest in using them.

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: This quarter included one meeting of the TAC and additional email exchanges to refine and prioritize specific initial task requirements for the development contractor.  The procurement request was issued as a Lead Agency task order purchase request (Indefinite Quantity/Indefinite Deliverable - IDIQ) that will be published in April 2018.  Proposals were received on May 11, 2018, and were evaluated by the Lead Agency.  An award recommendation was made, and the award to the development contractor is underway and expected to issued on July 16, 2018, with a kickoff meeting in the second half of July. Virginia DOT is expected to join the pooled fund in 2018 Q3.  The contract will implement an Agile Development approach with a 3 month base period (comprising three "sprints") followed by up to four (4) option periods of six months each.
The VisionEval code base that the pooled fund will develop is located at http://VisionEval.org and in an associated GitHub organization at https://github.com/VisionEval.  The procurement about to be awarded will focus on consolidating and conducting new development of the VisionEval framework and strategic models.  A subsequent smaller procurement will develop outreach resources to demonstrate how interested parties might make use of the VisionEval tools.
	Anticipated work next quarter: The development contract will be awarded, and a kickoff meeting will take place in Q3 2018 (July).  Development work will begin promptly based on project priorities identified by a TAC based on a draft document that was circulated in Q2 and that will be finalized at the first TAC meeting in Q3 (July).  The project will be conducted using an Agile Development approach, and at least two "sprints" will be completed within Q3.
	Significant Results: The procurement was released.  Proposals were received and reviewed and a recommendation for award was made by the Lead Agency.  The award is being completed as of the end of Q2 and will be formally issued in Q3.  All fund contributions from the participating agencies have been received.  The TAC has further refined an initial work task priority list.
	Circumstance affecting project or budget  Please describe any challenges encountered or anticipated that might affect the completion of the project within the time scope and fiscal constraints set forth in the agreement along with recommended solutions to those problems: The procurement is three months behind the original schedule due to delays within the Lead Agency procurement office.  The procurement is being finalized and will be completed early in 2018 Q3.  An increase in pooled fund participation due to new participation by CalTrans and (expected Q3) Virginia DOT will enable a greater Level of Effort to be applied to the development work, and that increase is expected to be implemented as a contract modification when one of the contract option periods is exercised (each of which is 6 months long after a base period of 3 months).
	Potential Implementation: The lead agency has acquired "Agile" software and documentation development through a task order under an existing IDIQ contract available through the Lead Agency (FHWA).  The award will be issued early in 2018 Q3.
